Tennis Court update

The clerk has left several messages for Fiona Porter to arrange a meeting to
discuss the future of the tennis courts, to date a meeting has not been arranged.
Cllr Eve has looked at the area infected with horsetail weed and you could deal
with the problem short term with a decent weed killer but long term it needs to be
dug out to about 7 foot. The weed is on the tennis courts and all around the field.
Horsetail is extremely invasive. Clerk to try and locate a company who may be
able to come in and deal with the problem, the tennis club would then need to be
approached to assist financially.

Footpaths, ditches and stiles to be discussed
ClIr Cook has received a complaint regarding Norton’s Alley, a lot of the gravel
has been washed away leaving a trip hazard. Clir Ashman will deal with this.
