1. John Goman has contacted the clerk regarding a couple of issues:

Fly tipping of general rubbish at the top of Peak Lane, also garden waste in
the gateway lower down the lane and opposite Silver Mead just by the
culvert.
Potholes, there has been some good patching but more to be done on Silver
Street and Peak Lane, they have been marked by GCC but that was several
months ago.
Water leaks, several along Silver Street STW have been working in the area.
The clerk confirmed the PC is aware and Cllr Cook is liaising with STW.
2. The clerk has received an email from the police constable who covers
Coaley, a new email address has been provided should the council need
assistance in any matters.

Tennis courts
Cllr Cook reported the courts are being well used, clerk to chase Npower about
disconnecting the electricity.

Village shop
ClIr Wait reported the village shop have now received a draft lease for the new shop

from the Village Hall Committee and had a few queries to which they have had a
positive response

Due to the cancelling of the Produce Show it is hoped a picnic might be possible and
the shop has been asked if they would be able to help which they are very happy to
do if it all comes off

The shop will have to stop paper deliveries once the paper boys are back at school as
logistically it is proving too difficult.

Village hall update

ClIr Hobson reported the hall is now ready to open after considerable work to make
hiring’s Covid secure. Credit must go to Tony Eve who put together the necessary
documentation for comment and adjustment by the other trustees and to Barbara
Davies who put in place the practical measures needed. This against a constantly
changing set of directives/advice.

A draft lease has been prepared for the new community shop. This has been issued to
the shop committee and hall trustees for comment.

The decision has been made that there will not be a pantomime this year nor the
produce show.

Coaley climate action network
Cllr Bywater has emailed Elizabeth and is just awaiting a response, it was suggested
an article goes in to the newsletter to rejuvenate interest.

Policing
Nothing to report.

Telephone Box
Nothing to report. Cllr Pearcy would like to see this facility used more and suggested

putting circular walks in there or history of the village.

Village Maintenance

Cllr Wait reported she has been asked by a parishioner if we could ask if hedges that
encroach well over the pavement could be cut back by the owners as some parts of
the paths are now impossible to walk on. The council discussed which hedges are a
particular problem. Cllr Cook to have a look and report back to the clerk whether
action is required.

Highways repairs and maintenance

CllIr Pearcy reported it is noted that a number of patch repairs of dubious quality have
been done by the council contractors at various locations in the village and further
suggest additional patches will be done.

CllIr Cook reported the water leaks have been stopped but there is a long term plan to
replace asbestos pipes and use of a pressure reducing valve.

Playarea Update
Clerk has met with Steve Marshall and he will work through the agreed repairs.

Recreation field subcommittee report
ClIr Bywater reported they are scheduling a meeting with the officer from SDC and
will also be inviting Caroline to the committee.

Parish Plan

The council agreed the plan needs to be revisited, it was originally produced 15 years
ago and some actions are no longer relevant. Cllr Pearcy offered to look at refreshing
the plan.
